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Notes from the Pro Shop!
Klister is NOT an ugly word!

The reality of waxing for classic skiing on a winter like this one is that using
klister can turn frustrating waxing conditions into a great ski day.

There are some things to keep in mind when using klister:
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Remember that “less is more”. Use a small amount, shorten up your wax
pocket and get it really smooth and thin. Warming the klister with a heat
gun or even the heat from your thumb will help you spread it evenly.

Maybe the most important part of using klister is; saving the time and energy
to clean it up before you go home. Try this: When you are done, cover the
klister on your ski with paper towel and run a hot iron across the paper. The
paper should draw in and absorb most of the klister. A SMALL amount of
wax remover should take care of any left over klister.
